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Lesson Plan 
The Cattle Kingdom 
Fourth Grade
Objective: The learner will understand the social and economic importance of the cattle industry to Texas. TEKS §113.6. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(4)(B)(C)
The learner will understand the variable profitability of the cattle industry to Texas. TEKS §113.6. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(11)(C)

Assumptions: Students will have an understanding of the importance of the cattle industry to Texas. 
Materials: Students will work with primary source documents (online newspapers) to learn about the Cattle Kingdom and its importance to Texas. They will view video about the old trails, write about actual events (cattle drive, spring round up, or a stampede) to understand the social and economic forces behind this industry. In addition, they will work with various worksheets to understand the value of owning cattle.
Worksheets: Texas Cattle Kingdom, Story Maps ( 1-2-3), Create a Branding Symbol, Cattle Trail Map, Cattle Trail Math, Vaqueros/Cowboy (Venn Diagram), Matching Objects, Photo Analysis (reflection).
Puzzles and Games: Crossword puzzle.
Anticipatory Set: Vocabulary Words - Glossary 
Instructional Input: Using firsthand accounts, students will discuss various aspects of the Cattle Kingdom and its social and economic implications to Texas. Students will explore online newspapers by using the permalinks and shapes (cattle).  Teachers will play the slideshow to familiarize students with content and navigation. 
Assessment: Complete the “Texas Cattle Kingdom” worksheet. 
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
