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Newspaper Narratives:
            Advertising: Past and Present, Fourth Grade Lesson Plan
Objective: The student understands the interdependence of the Texas economy with the United States and the world. TEKS §113.15. Social Studies, Grade 4 (b)(14)(C) 
The learner will apply critical-thinking skills to organize and use information acquired from a variety of sources, including electronic technology-based primary sources. TEKS §113.15. Social Studies, Grade 4 (21)(A)(B)(D) 
The learner will communicate in written and oral forms, incorporating main and supporting ideas. TEKS §113.15. Social Studies, Grade 4 (23)
Assumptions: Students will develop an understanding of how advertisements influence our everyday life and will learn how to use persuasive writing.
Materials: Students will develop an understanding of newspaper advertisement and their persuasive power. They will learn how to use persuasive writing. This can be an individual or group project. They will use the PowerPoint slide notes to view online newspaper articles and follow the permalinks embedded in the pictures to find out more. 
Worksheets: Media Analysis worksheet, and Compare and Contrast.
Puzzles and Games: Word Search, Create a Jingle.
Anticipatory Set: Do the whole class activity, locate the commonly used vocabulary words (listed on slide #4). Use the embedded permalinks on slides #5 & #6 to find them in each online newspaper ad. Use the t-chart to record each one; you may list others that you find. 

Instructional Input: They will use the PowerPoint slides and embedded permalinks in the pictures to access the online newspapers to research the topic and 
find out more. Teachers will play the slideshow to familiarize students with content and navigation. Maybe do one activity with them. 
Assessment: The “Media Analysis” worksheet and additional worksheets.
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
