Lesson Plan for Immigration to Texas
Fourth Grade
Objective: The learner will understand the importance of immigration to Texas. TEKS §113.6. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(4)(A)(E)  
The learner will apply critical-thinking skills to organize and use information acquired from a variety of sources, including electronic technology-based primary sources. TEKS §113.6. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(22)(A)(B)(D)(E)  
The learner will communicate in written and oral forms, incorporating main and supporting ideas. TEKS §113.6. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(23)(A)(B)(C)(E) 
Assumptions: Students will have a basic understanding of immigration to Texas and its related issues.
Materials:  
Students will work with worksheets to learn about immigration to Texas. Sound effects are available within the PowerPoint presentation with dubbed portions of text read aloud, along with videos and an interactive timeline. 
Worksheets: Questions involving evaluating primary source documents (online newspapers), KWL chart, Internet research project, Compare & Contrast, Mapping diversity, Texas Immigrants: Who are they?, Interview an Immigrant, Photo analysis (reflection), and Current issues: Immigration today are included in complementary worksheets.   
Group Exercise:  Several primary sources (online newspapers) are featured allowing students to research “Immigration to Texas” to evaluate and work together to develop an understanding of the topic.    
Recommended Reading: In the Year of the Boar and Jackie Robinson by Bette Bao Lord, Crossing the Border: A Study of Immigration through Literature by Jennifer Kennedy and Sofie and the City by Karima Grant.
Puzzles and Games: Crossword puzzle.
Anticipatory Set: See: Vocabulary Terms.
Instructional Input: Instructors and students discuss various aspects of immigration to Texas. By using the permalinks and buttons, they will explore online newspapers to read about actual events.  
Assessment: Complete the “Immigration to Texas” worksheet.
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
