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Mapping Diversity 
Students will think about the question: 

· Where are you from? 

Lead a discussion by asking students where they were born, or where their ancestors were born. Then, make a list on the board of the countries represented in the class. On a world map, students find the listed countries and discuss, point out the diversity among the class. Then have students create a bar graph of the ethnic backgrounds represented in the class using graphing software (excel). Use different types of graphs to show the differences (bar, pie chart). As a closing activity use the interactive timeline to select an ethnic group to see how they settled in the U.S.
