Four-fifths of New Yorkers live in Tenement Houses. A tenement is a big village in itself. It is not unusual for a hundred families to be gathered under one roof. 


I found one case of eleven people in two rooms in a rear tenement at night and the rooms were closed and uncomfortable.  ……………. the windows would not open and had they opened they would have got little air, for one-foot away from it the brick wall of the adjoining house extended up above the second floor.
