Immigration to the United States
Fourth Grade

Assumptions: Students will have a basic understanding of immigration to the United States.

Video and interactive timeline is available on immigrant settlement patterns for the United States.
Worksheets: Word Teach, Questions involving primary source evaluation, Immigration to the U.S. (Internet research project), KWL Chart, Reading Comprehension, Mapping Diversity, Immigrants and Home, Venn-Diagram, Interview an Immigrant, and Photo Analysis (reflection) are included.   
Group Exercise:  Primary sources (online newspapers) are featured and evaluated by students, allowing them to work together to analyze different points of view.   
Puzzles and Games: Word Search. 
Anticipatory Set: Vocabulary Terms 
Instructional Input: Instructors and students discuss various aspects of immigration to the United States
Assessment: Complete the “Immigration to the U. S.” worksheet.
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
