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Press vs. Security
The conflict between the access of information and security played a significant role in the assassination of President John F. Kennedy and the murder of Lee Harvey Oswald. 
A map of the presidential parade route was made public in newspapers several days before the event. This made it possible for the citizens of Dallas to see the Kennedy motorcade, but also made it possible for assassination plots. The open location, large crowds, and tall buildings made it nearly impossible for the Secret Service and the Dallas Police to protect President Kennedy and Governor Connally effectively.

The press were in charge of obtaining that information and dispersing it, but their overzealous efforts overwhelmed Dallas Police Headquarters. The police had to focus much of their efforts on controling the press which hindered their investigation, interrogation, and protection of Lee Harvey Oswald.
