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Lesson Plan for Fort Wolters: Texas and Vietnam

Fourth Grade

Objective:  The learner will understand the importance of Texas and Fort Wolters as a military training facility. Tangentially, learners may infer the military buildup that Vietnam necessitated and how Texas was a crucial part of the war effort.   TEKS §113.6. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(5)(A)

Assumptions: Students will be familiar with America’s involvement in the Vietnam War.

Materials: Digital and printed materials from The Portal to Texas History: A Pictorial History of Fort Wolters. 
Anticipatory Set: The instructor can ask the learners what other military bases are located in Texas and why so many are located here.

Instructional Input: Instructors and students discuss the regional and national impact of Fort Wolters. 

Assessment Activity: Complete the “Fort Wolters: Texas and Vietnam” worksheet.
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
