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Lesson Plan for Home Front: the United States during World War II
Fourth Grade
Objective: The learner will comprehend what social and economic effects World War II had on the home front of the United States, specifically in Texas. TEKS §113.15. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(5)(A)

The learner will apply critical-thinking skills to use and analyze the primary sources while drawing inferences and conclusions. TEKS §113.15. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(21)(A)(B)

Assumptions: Students will understand how World War II began and how the United States became directly involved. 
Materials: PowerPoint: Digital or printed representation from Mervin Garver, Evelyn Myers McCune, and Desmond R. and Rose G. Tyler oral history interviews from the University of North Texas Archives, World War II items from the Rare Books collections, and images from the Library of Congress Prints and Photograph Division. 
Anticipatory set: The instructor will ask the students how they would react to rationing or a world war.

Instructional Input: Instructor and students discuss aspects Mervin Garver’s oral history along with the accompanying wartime imagery.

Assessment Activity: Complete the “Home Front: the United States during World War II” worksheet.
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
