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Lesson Plan for Iwo Jima 
Seventh Grade
Objective: The learner will understand the nature of island combat on Iwo Jima, and through association the Pacific Theater of World War II, by examining Charles W. Lindberg’s oral history, propaganda posters, maps, and military photographs. TEKS §113.19. Social Studies, Grade 7.  (b)(7)(D)

Assumptions: Students will understand the United States’ role in the Pacific Theater of World War II.
Materials: Digital and printed material from: Charles W. Lindberg’s Oral history, photos from the national archives, maps and photographs from the official history of the Marine Corps in World War II, Western Pacific Operations: History of U.S. Marine Corps Operations in World War II, and photographs from the United States Army in World War II Pictorial Record: The War Against Japan.  

Anticipatory Set: The instructor will display the images on slides one and two to illustrate the wartime attitude towards Japan.    

Instructional Input: Instructors and students will discuss aspects of Lindberg’s oral history with accompanying images and maps.

Assessment Activity: Complete the “Iwo Jima” Worksheet.
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
