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Lesson Plan for Life in the Civilian Conservation Corps
Seventh Grade
Objective: The learner will understand the effect the Great Depression had on the average Texan by examining the event through their eyes. TEKS §113.19. Social Studies, Grade 7. (b)(20)(B)

The learner will understand the effect the Great Depression had on average Texans and how federal relief programs, such as the Civilian Conservation Corps (CCC), aided them. TEKS §113.19. Social Studies, Grade 7. (b)(7)(A)

Assumptions: Students will understand of the causes of the Great Depression and its economic effect on Texas.

Materials: Digital or printed representation from Claude L. Hendon’s oral history interview, images from the University of North Texas Archives, Library of Congress, and the National Archives and Records Administration. 

Anticipatory Set: The instructor will display the reproduction of the CCC recruitment poster and ask the students whether they would join such an organization to earn a living during the Great Depression. 

Instructional Input: Instructors and students discuss aspects of Hendon’s interview and his experiences with the Great Depression and the CCC.

Assessment Activity: Complete the “Life in the Civilian Conservation Corps” worksheet. 
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
