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Lesson Plan for Lorenzo de Zavala: 

Empresario, Statesman & Texas Revolutionary

 Seventh Grade
Objective: The learner will understand the role of Lorenzo de Zavala, a pivotal individual during the Texas Revolution.  His expertise in politics and government was a great asset in establishing a government during the fight for Texan independence. TEKS §113.19. Social Studies, Grade 7.  (b)(2) (B)(D)(E)

The learner will examine Lorenzo de Zavala’s contributions during the Texas Revolution, such as drafting a constitution and serving as interim vice-president.  TEKS §113.19. Social Studies, Grade 7.  (b)(3)(A)(B)

Lorenzo de Zavala exemplifies the Mexican influence on Texas through his contributions in forming the nascent state government.  A county and several small towns are named after him.   TEKS §113.19. Social Studies, Grade 7.  (b)(18)(C)

Assumptions: Students will have a basic understanding of the causes and outcome of the Texas Revolution.
Materials: Various original letters, pamphlets, proclamations, and paintings by or about Lorenzo de Zavala.               
Anticipatory Set: Show image of Zavala in slide one and discuss what kind of man he appears to be based on the image.
Instructional Input: Instructors and students discuss aspects of Lorenzo de Zavala’s letters and pamphlets.
Assessment Activity: Complete the “Lorenzo de Zavala: Empresario, Statesman and Texas Revolutionary” worksheet.
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
