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Lesson Plan for the Path to Revolution 
Fourth Grade
Objective: The learner will understand the events preceding the Texas Revolution. §113.15. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(2)(E) 
The learner will communicate in written and oral forms. TEKS §113.15. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(21)(A)(B)(C)(D) 
The learner will apply critical-thinking skills to use and analyze the primary source and maps while drawing inferences and conclusions. TEKS §113.15. Social Studies, Grade 4. (b)(22)
Assumptions: Students will have some familiarity with Anglo settlement into Texas.  
Materials: PowerPoint: digital and printed materials from: A Pictorial History of Texas, from the earliest visits of European adventurers to A.D. 1879, and various images.              
Anticipatory Set: The instructor may ask the learners how they would react to Mexican government repressive policies if they were Texan colonists.  
Instructional Input: Instructors and students discuss various events that led to the Texas Revolution, as well as Santa Anna’s role throughout this period.  
Assessment Activity: Complete the “Path to Revolution” worksheet.
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
