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Lesson Plan for Texas Border Violence 1910-1920   
Seventh Grade
Objective:  The learner will learn about the Texas Border Violence during 1910-1920 and how the Mexican Revolution affected Texas. TEKS §113.19. (b)(7)(D) 

The learner can compare how the long-shared border between Texas and Mexico directly affected the social and economic development of Texas during the Mexican Revolution. TEKS §113.19. Social Studies, Grade 7. (b)(9)(B)

The learner will see evidence of the economic disruption in Mexico throughout the Mexican Revolution and infer how this would affect Texas.  TEKS §113.19. Social Studies, Grade 7. (b)(12)(A)

The learner will apply critical-thinking skills to organize and use information acquired from a variety of sources, including electronic technology-based primary sources. TEKS §113.19. Social Studies, Grade 7.  (b)(20)(A)(B)(C)(D)(E)

The learner will communicate in written and oral forms, incorporating main and supporting ideas.  TEKS §113.19. Social Studies, Grade 7.  (b)(22)(A)(B)(C)

Assumptions: Students will know that the Mexican Revolution happened during the decade of the 1910s and that violence sometimes spilled over into Texas.

Materials: Digital and printed material from: the El Paso Public Library’s Mexican Revolution Collection, and selected images from the Cattle Raisers Museum’s Where the West Begins: Capturing Fort Worth's Historic Treasures collection. 

Anticipatory Set: The instructor may want to display the map showing the border between the United States and Mexico and ask students what affect a Mexican Revolution would have on Texas. 

Instructional Input: Instructors and students will discuss various aspects of the Mexican Revolution and how Texans reacted to it.

Assessment Activity: Complete the “Texas Border Violence 1910-1920” worksheet.
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
